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Preface

“Search the scriptures” (John 5:39).

“They received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so” (Acts 17:11).

“The holy scriptures … are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus. All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: that the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works” (II Timothy 3:15-17).

There is great value in studying the Bible, the Word of God. The Bible reveals the way to salvation and eternal life. It is the final authority for faith and morals, doctrine and lifestyle. It is basically plain, meant to be understood, and meant to be read and obeyed by all. 
This handbook has been prepared on the premise that the average person can, when shown the scriptural evidence itself, comprehend the basic teaching of the Bible. A book of this size cannot cover all important biblical truths, but this book does present the doctrines that, according to Hebrews 6:1-2, are foundational to Christian faith and life. Moreover, heeding the admonition of  Hebrews 6:1 to “go on unto perfection,” Part IV sets forth important aspects of practical Christian living.

The book has been designed for use as a reference work, for individual or group Bible study, and for witnessing. It can also be used to create color codes or chain references in a Bible. While the book seeks to be thorough, it does not try to be exhaustive. It does not necessarily list every Scripture reference that relates to a particular subject.

The most important Scripture verses under a certain topic are quoted, in whole or in part, or else their references are marked by an asterisk (*). These key verses are the most powerful texts under their respec​tive headings and provide a summary of the biblical teaching on that subject. The unmarked Scripture references offer additional insight and support.

Due to limited scope and space, often only part of a relevant passage or verse has been reproduced. Moreover, no attempt has been made to exegete or ex​plain the verses of Scripture cited. The reader should be careful to ascertain the total context of each verse and to use proper rules of biblical interpretation in seeking to understand the verse. To see how the author interprets and applies a certain verse, or to see why a verse is included under a particular topic, the reader is referred to the author's Series in Pentecostal Theology, which consists of four volumes: The Oneness of God, The New Birth, In Search of Holiness, and Prac​tical Holiness: A Second Look. These books discuss in greater detail most of the topics and Scripture references listed in this handbook.

D. Salvation is through Faith

1. Only Through Faith in Jesus Christ

"For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life" (John 3:16).

A. Principles of Holiness

1. Definition and General Principles

"Present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. And be not conformed to this world: but be ye trans​formed by the renewing of your mind" (Romans 12:1-2).

"But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not provision for the flesh, to fulfil the lusts thereof" (Romans 13:14).

"If any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new" (II Corinthians 5:17).

"Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you.... Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God" (II Corinthians 6:17; 7:1).

"Put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts; and be renewed in the spirit of your mind; and ... put on the new man, which after God is creat​ed in righteousness and true holiness" (Ephesians 4:22-24).

"Work out your own salvation with fear and trembling. For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure" (Philippians 2:12-13).

"Abstain from all appearance of evil" (I Thessalo​nians 5:22).

"But as he which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all manner of conversation; because it is writ​ten, Be ye holy; for I am holy" (I Peter 1:15-16).

"Be diligent that ye may be found of him in peace, without spot, and blameless.... Grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ" (II Peter 3:14, 18).

"My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an ad​vocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous" (I John 2:1).

"Love not the world, neither the things that are in the world. If any man love the world, the love of the Father is not in him. For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh, and the lust of the eyes, and the pride of life, is not of the Father, but is of the world" (I John 2:15-16).
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2. Legalism Versus Faith, Love, and the Spirit

"If ye love me, keep my commandments.... If a man love me, he will keep my words" (John 14:15, 23).

"A man is justified by faith without the deeds of the law" (Romans 3:28).

"But now we are delivered from the law, that be​ing dead wherein we were held; that we should serve in newness of spirit, and not in the oldness of the let​ter" (Romans 7:6).

"For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: that the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit" (Romans 8:3-4).

"The obedience of faith" (Romans 16:26).

"A man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ" (Galatians 2:16).

"And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments. He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him. He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked" (I John 2:3-6).
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3. Christian Liberty

"Let us not therefore judge one another any more: but judge this rather, that no man put a stumblingblock or an occasion to fall in his brother's way" (Romans 14:13).

"All things are lawful unto me, but all things are not expedient: all things are lawful for me, but I will not be brought under the power of any" (I Corinthians 6:12).

But when ye sin so against the brethren, and wound their weak conscience, ye sin against Christ. Wherefore, if meat make my brother to offend, I will eat no flesh while the world standeth, lest I make my brother to offend" (I Corinthians 8:8-9, 12-13).

"All things are lawful for me, but all things edify not.... Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or what​soever ye do, do all to the glory of God" (I Corinthians 10:23, 31).

"Ye have been called unto liberty; only use not liberty for an occasion to the flesh, but by love serve one another" (Galatians 5:13).
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B. Holiness of Spirit 
1. Spiritual Fruit
"But that on the good ground are they, which in an honest and good heart, having heard the word, keep it, and bring forth fruit with patience" (Luke 8:15).

"I am the true vine, and my Father is the husband​man. Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he

purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit.... He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing.... I have chosen you, and ordained you, that ye should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should re​main" (John 15:1-2, 5, 16).

"The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, long​suffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, meekness, temperance" (Galatians 5:22-23).

"For the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth" (Ephesians 5:9).

"Giving all diligence, add to your faith virtue; and to virtue knowledge; and to knowledge temperance; and to temperance patience; and to patience godliness; and to godliness brotherly kindness; and to brotherly kindness charity. For if these things be in you, and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ" (II Peter 1:5-8).
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2. Love

"Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you" (Matthew 5:44).

Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it.... So ought men to love their wives as their own bodies. JUDGMENT AND ETERNITY

The foundation ... of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment" (Hebrews 6:1-2).

A. The Second Coming of Jesus Christ

"For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many. And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: see that ye be not troubled: for all these things must come to pass, but the end is not yet. For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and there shall be famines, and pestilences, and earthquakes, in divers places. All these are the beginning of sorrows. Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and shall kill you: and ye shall be hated of all nations for my name's sake. And then shall many be offended, and shall betray one another, and shall hate one another. And many false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive many. And because iniquity shall abound, the love of many shall wax cold. But he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall be saved. And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all nations; and then shall the end come.... For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall skew great signs and wonders; insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the elect.... For, as the lightning cometh out of the east, and shineth even unto the west; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be" (Matthew 24:5-14, 24, 27).

"And there shall be signs in the sun, and in the moon, and in the stars; and upon the earth distress of nations, with perplexity; the sea and the waves roar​ing; men's hearts failing them for fear, and for look​ing after those things which are coming on the earth: for the powers of heaven shall be shaken. And then shall they see the Son of man coming in a cloud with power and great glory. And when these things begin to come to pass, then look up, and lift up your heads; for your redemption draweth nigh" (Luke 21:25-28).

"This same Jesus, which is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have seen him go into heaven" (Acts 1:11).

"Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, and by our gathering together unto him, that ye be not soon shaken in mind ... as that the day of Christ is at hand. Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition.... For the mystery of iniquity doth already work: only he who now letteth [restrains] will let, until he be taken out of the way" (II Thessalonians 2:1-3, 7).

"Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ" (Titus 2:13).

"Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see him, and they also which pierced him: and all kindreds of the earth shall wail because of him. Even so, Amen" (Revelation 1:7).

"And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and True.... And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his name is called The Word of God. And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean.... And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS" (Revelation 19:11-16).

"He which testifieth these things saith, Surely I come quickly. Amen. Even so, come, Lord Jesus" (Revelation 22:20).
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B. The Catching Away and the Resurrections

"Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are in the graves shall hear his voice, and shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation" (John 5:28-29).

"Behold, I skew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immor​tality" (I Corinthians 15:51-53).

"For our conversation is in heaven; from whence also we look for the Saviour, the Lord Jesus Christ: who shall change our vile body, that it may be fash​ioned like unto his glorious body" (Philippians 3:20-21).

"We which are alive and remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep. For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord" (I Thessalonians 4:15-17).

"They lived and reigned with Christ a thousand years. But the rest of the dead lived not again until the thousand years were finished. This is the first resur​rection. Blessed and holy is he that hath part in the first resurrection: on such the second death hath no power, but they shall be priests of God and of Christ, and shall reign with him a thousand years" (Revela​tion 20:4-6).

"And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works" (Revelation 20:13).
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C. The Judgments

"When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, then shall he sit upon the throne of his glory: and before him shall be gathered all nations: and he shall separate them one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats: and he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left. Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, in​herit the kingdom prepared for you from the founda​tion of the world.... Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels" (Matthew 25:31-34, 41).

"For other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ. Now if any man build upon this foundation gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, stubble; every man's work shall be made manifest: for the day shall declare it, because it shall be revealed by fire; and the fire shall try every man's work of what sort it is. If any man's work abide which he hath built thereupon, he shall receive a reward. If any man's work shall be burned, he shall suffer loss: but he himself shall be saved; yet so as by fire" (I Corinthians 3:11-15).

"For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ; that every one may receive the things done in his body, according to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad. Knowing therefore the terror of the Lord, we persuade men" (II Corinthians 5:10-11).

"And to you who are troubled rest with us, when the Lord Jesus shall be revealed from heaven with his mighty angels, in flaming fire taking vengeance on them that know not God, and that obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ; who shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord, and from the glory of his power" (II Thessalonians 1:7-9).

"It is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment" (Hebrews 9:27).

"And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it.... And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works. And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works. And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. And whosoever was not found writ​ten in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire" (Revelation 20:11-15).
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D. The Eternal State

1. of the Unrighteous

"So shall it be at the end of the world: the angels shall come forth, and sever the wicked from the just, and shall cast them into the furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth" (Matthew 13:49-50).

"And cast ye the unprofitable servant into outer darkness: there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth.... Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels.... And these shall go away into everlasting punishment" (Matthew 25:30, 41, 46).

"And if thy hand offend thee, cut it off: it is better for thee to enter into life maimed, than having two hands to go into hell, into the fire that never shall be quenched: where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched" (Mark 9:43-44).

"And the smoke of their torment ascendeth up for ever and ever: and they have no rest day nor night, who worship the beast and his image, and whosoever receiveth the mark of his name" (Revelation 14:11).

"And the devil that deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever and ever" (Revelation 20:10).

"And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire" (Revelation 20:14-15).

"But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abomin​able, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcer​ers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death" (Revelation 21:8).
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2. of the Righteous

"Whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life" (John 3:15).

"In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also" (John 14:2-3).

"For he looked for a city which hath foundations, whose builder and maker is God.... But now they desire a better country, that is, an heavenly: wherefore God is not ashamed to be called their God: for he hath prepared for them a city” (Hebrews 11:10, 16).


"And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea. And I John saw the holy city,

new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband. And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be their God. And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away" (Revelation 21:1-4).

"And the twelve gates were twelve pearls ... and the street of the city was pure gold, as it were transparent glass. And I saw no temple therein: for the

Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are the temple of it. And the city had no need of the sun, neither of the moon, to shine in it: for the glory of God did lighten it, and the Lamb is the light thereof. And the nations of them which are saved shall walk in the light of it: and the kings of the earth do bring their glory and honour into it. And the gates of it shall not be shut at all by day: for there shall be no night there.... And there shall in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither whatsoever worketh abomination, or maketh a lie: but they which are written in the Lamb's book of life" (Revelation 21:21-27).

"And he shewed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding out of the throne of God and of the Lamb. In the midst of the street of it, and on either side of the river, was there the tree of life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and yielded her fruit every month: and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations. And there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it and his servants shall serve him: and they shall see his face; and his name shall be in their foreheads. And there shall be no night there; and they need no candle, neither light of the sun; for the Lord God giveth them light: and they shall reign for ever and ever" (Revelation 22:1-5).
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
